Players Charter 
Once registered for Southwell City the Club are committed to your development as a footballer. Likewise you are making a commitment to agree to behave in a way set out by the charter below:

· Once registered you are making a commitment to yourself, your coaches, your team mates and your parents that you will attend coaching and training sessions and be available for matches unless you have a good reason not to.

· If you are unavailable for training or matches you must contact your manager/coach beforehand. This is your responsibility, not your parents. Players not attending training without good reason will not be picked ahead of those players that do. 

· Please be on time for matches and training. Players continually late for training will not be picked for matches ahead of those players who are on time. Players arriving late for matches may find that their place has been allocated to someone else. 

· Always strive to give maximum effort and performance. Listen to guidance from the coach.
· Any injuries should be reported immediately. Do not attempt to train or play whilst injured, it will make the injury worse and recovery will take longer.

· On the field of play never question the decision of an official. Get on with the game. Bad or continual offenders will be substituted and may miss the next match or matches.

· Do not use foul, inappropriate or racist/sexist etc language or gestures
· Always play fairly, within the spirit and laws of the game, avoid all forms of gamesmanship.
· During training shin-pads must be worn and all jewellery removed.

· During matches ensure you start with your shirt tucked in, socks pulled up, all jewellery removed and shin-pads on.

· Ensure you safeguard the health and fitness of your opponents, avoid violence and rough play. Never attempt to commit fouls on purpose.
· After matches shake hands with your opponents and match officials.

· Do not gloat over or taunt your opponents if you have won the match; instead applaud them for the effort they have made. 
· Accept success and failure, victory and defeat

· Leave changing rooms’ tidy and put litter in the bin. Turn your shirt/shorts/socks the right way round. Somebody has to wash them. Do not wipe your boots with your kit.

· Welcome new members to the squad.
· Do not make any comments on social media sites etc that are negative, derogatory, insulting or offensive to other individuals, teams or match officials or criticise anyone in any way on social media. Any comments must be of a positive nature
